Outreach Ideas and Ways to Use ASAP Materials

· Contact your local paper and ask that they run a series of articles or PSA’s
· Contact your local radio and offer the PSA files for their use.  Ask that they run them throughout the week

· Contact local television to visit and tape activities at special safety programs or on the farm

· Put information in your county Farm Bureau newsletter, on-line and in all state Farm Bureau publications

Especially for kids and teens:
· Incorporate handouts into Ag in the Classroom program materials
· Contact Parent Teacher Associations (PTA)

· Use community libraries/bulletin boards to post information
· Local Fire and Police Stations – ask them to get involved with promotion
· Provide a copy of a news release/checklist to your FFA or 4-H magazine

· Provide samples of news releases, etc. to your school newspaper editor 

· Read PSA’s over the intercom for school announcements during the week
· Offer materials for church newsletters or offer a PSA or information to be read during announcements on Sunday
· Hold Progressive Farmer or Extension Safety Day Camps during ASAP Week
· Post materials in local hardware stores, feed mills, electric or farmer cooperatives bulletin boards or make available early for their newsletters
· Attend Farm Bureau meetings, new member meetings and new member initiatives to get support for spreading materials
Especially for seniors:
· Distribute to senior centers for newsletters and bulletin boards
· Pharmacy bulletin boards
· Local doctor & dentist offices in rural communities

· Farm Bureau meetings

· Flyers at local VFW halls or other special organization’s newsletters --- Ruritans, etc.
